NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a Public Hearing, at which all interested persons will be 
heard, will be held before the City Council of the City of Highland, California, at the City Hall 
Donahue Chambers, 27215 Base Line, Highland, California, on the 14th day of September, 
2010, at the hour of 6:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter, on the following matter: 
 
A Proposed Adjustment in the Business Licenses Tax on the Extraction and/or Processing 
of Rock, Sand and Gravel (Aggregate).  Pursuant to Section 5.17.040 (Rock, Sand and Gravel 
[Aggregate] Extraction and Processing Tax), of Chapter 5.17 (Business License Tax on 
Extraction and/or processing of Rock, Sand and Gravel [Aggregate]), of Title 5 (Business 
Licenses and Regulations), the City Council will consider an adjustment in the business license 
tax on each ton of material excavated from and/or processed in the City as approved by the 
voters in a special election on November 3, 1998, as Ordinance No. 237 and amended by 
Ordinance No. 265. 
 
The Proposed Increase shall be adjusted annually in accordance with the Consumer Price Index, 
for all urban consumers for the L.A./Anaheim/Riverside (or substantially equivalent index).  
Therefore, the following increase will be considered by the City Council:

Proposed Business License Tax Increase 
   Existing Tax (July 1, 2009)  $.1750 per ton 
   Proposed Tax (July 1, 2010)  $.1781 per ton ($.1750x1.76% = $0.0031) 
 
 
If any matter proposed herein is challenged in court, there may be a limitation to raising only 
those issues at the public hearing described herein, or in written correspondence delivered to the 
City of Highland at, or prior to, the public hearing. 



Any person affected by this application, or interested in commenting on the proposal may submit 
written comments to the City Clerk before the hearing or may appear and be heard in support or 
opposition to the project at the time of the hearing, or may contact the City Clerk at 27215 Base 
Line, Highland, during normal business hours (7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.
