Chairwoman Beachtel Bible identified the Item and called for Staffs
presentation.

Assistant Planner Kelleher gave the presentation from the Staff Report
and PowerPoint presentation. He distributed the color materials samples
and explained the historical background and proposed revised
modifications to the proposed Project to the Board. He further explained
how the Planning Commission approved the Parking Standards and the
proposed Building Mounted Sign contingent upon the Board's approval.
He indicated the Applicant and the Applicant's Representative are in the
audience and then concluded his presentation.

Chairwoman Beachtel Bible asked if the Board had any questions of Staff.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible about the proposed
Sign's approximate size and scale if it is allowed, and Assistant Planner
Kelleher responded affirmatively to both questions and explained about
the measurements given and added that the text could change from time
to time due to a new tenant or business owner.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible that nothing else is
changing in front of the Building with regards to parking and Assistant
Planner Kelleher responded the Applicant will be creating parking spaces
located at the rear of the Building with a Class I} Road base (gravel) and
that the Applicant would maintain that and install a five foot (5') wooden
fence on three (3) sides for screening purposes.




(Note:

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachte! Bible if the existing chain
link fencing is going to be replaced and Assistant Planner Kelieher

responded no and the wooden fencing would be to provide screening
around the trash cans.

City Pianner Mainez returned at 5:06p.m.)

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible about the Planning
Commission reviewing the Building Mounted Sign and Assistant Planner
Kelleher responded how the Planning Commission reviewed the Building
Mounted Sign Size, Colors and Lettering and how the “Box’ is the
proposed Sign area and how the Sign's letters will be going onto the
Building and Economic Development Specialist Stater added how the “Dry
lce” Sign had also gone before the Board for review and that she recalled
that it was approximately in 1998.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible if the proposed
Building Mounted Sign was out of place with the other Business signs
within the District and Community Development Director Jaquess
responded just the Code and Economic Development Specialist Stater
added according to the Secretary of the Interiors Standards for
Rehabilitation is to keep it simple and to scale in which the proposed Sign
is and there is nothing listed in the City's Historic Guidelines regarding
signage. City Planner Mainez added how a couple of months ago, the
Planning Commission evaluated an Update to the Sign Code and being
sensitive to Signs located within the Historic District. The proposed Sign
being considered by the Board tonight is to ensure the historic character
and that there are no flashing signs or not being too modern and that it is
just material for creating a name for the Business and reiterated this is for
the Board to evaluate the character of the proposed Building's Sign that
the Applicant is proposing.

Chairwoman Beachtel Bible asked how the Board felt about the proposed
Sign.

A comment.was made by Member Starbuck how he did not see why not to
approve the Sign and that it is letters sticking on the side of the Building
and you really cannot classify it as a Sign other than mentioning that it is
on the side of the Building and having the Building’s Name. If the Sign
does not meet with our Standards, the Applicant can either reduce it or
change the Sign.




A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible as to what kind of
Signs would have been on a Building -during the appropriate time and
maybe the signs would be on wooden boards or if signs were painted on
an old Building and Economic Development Specialist Stater responded
the Sign would have been on the Building's brick itself, and that she has
seen Signs like that on historic photographs and- also on awnings and
believed this proposal is a better option rather than the channel letters in
that it's not illuminated, not cluttering the window and is a compromise
between what a modemn day business would want and make that Sign
complimentary to what would have been in the District and indicated she
has seen Signs painted directly onto the brick of the Buildings.

A comment was made by Member Polk that the Sign seems consistent
and Economic Development Specialist Stater responded that the Sign
does not look out of place with the signs that have been added in the
1950’s — 1970's over time and the Sign will blend in with what is already
there and reiterated that she believed that the Sign would not look out of
place with the existing Buildings.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachte! Bible what is appropriate
and Economic Development Specialist Stater responded the Sign is to
scale and is complimentary and how the Sign is not permanently
modifying the Building and if a person removes the letters, the Building
goes back to the way it used to be.

Chairwoman Beachtel Bible stated how the Sign's letters looked fine and
then asked what about the window then and about the photographs taken
from the inside and what is the window framing made of: is it aluminum
framing and what is above the door and if there are bigger windows by the
door. '

Mr. Don Yerton, who is the Applicant, addressed the Board. He stated the
window framing is aluminum.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible if there was any
wood framing before and Mr. Yerton responded there was nothing there
and was open with plywood covering and that there is no framing. He
offered that he could remove the aluminum framing and install wood
framing if the Board desired. Chairwoman Beachtel Bible responded how
aluminum framing is not appropriate and then asked about sign windows
located on other Buildings and looks like they have one big window from
the old photographs or were the windows divided and both Member
Sandford and Economic Development Specialist Stater said that it is hard
to tell. Assistant Planner Kelleher added how the one photograph of the
Building does not go over far enough to see the door with the photograph
being a half shot and is unable to tell.




(Note: City Planner Mainez left the Chambers at 5:16p.m.)

A comment was made by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible that the Dog
Groomer Business has a split two (2) windows and how the Dog Groomer
is original and how the Machine Shop looks like that is also has split
windows or is she seeing a shadow. Both Economic Development
Specialist Stater and Assistant Planner Kelleher responded that it looks
like there are two (2) windows on each side. Economic Development
Specialist Stater added that each of those Buildings were built individually
and could maybe say that she would be fifty percent (50%) sure of what
appeared to have been a trend, but unfortunately, there is no good
photographic evidence.

A comment was made by Member Polk that the big window is not out of
sorts and it could go either way and would be acceptable to him and
Economic Development Specialist Stater responded how the Guidelines
allows flexibility, if a person is not one hundred percent (100%) sure which
it puts us into the rehabilitation category instead of reconstruction category
as long as it does not alter the characteristics. '

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible what about the
windows across the top and Economic Development Specialist Stater
responded that there is photographic evidence that there were windows
across the top that can be reconstructed with wood framing or replaced.
With the front windows, because we don’t know for sure, as long as the

~ Applicant is not creating something that it out of scale with the Building, or
making a permanent modification to something that we know that is not
correct. Chairwoman Beachtel Bible stated that either one is appropriate
with either one (1) big full window or split windows and Economic
Development Specialist Stater responded she didn't believe either
decision will leave the Board with something that is in danger of making it
non-compliant with the Certificate of Appropriateness and with the
Secretary of the Interiors Standards for Rehabilitation and indicated that
the Architect may have a comment and ask him about the windows.

Mr. John Acosta, who is the Applicant’'s Architect, addressed the Board
and indicated how the Applicant asked for a large window.

A question was asked by Economic Development Specialist Stater what is
the evidence about the window framing and Mr. Acosta responded the
framing is aluminum and that the Applicant had requested a large window.

A question was asked by Economic Development Stater if there was
evidence that the windows were previously subdivided and Mr. Acosta
responded that he did not know.




(Note:

A comment was made by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible stated then it's not
the same as with the wooden framing and Economic Development
Specialist Stater responded that would be pre-1914 with the fire in that
there were two (2) Buildings.

City Planner Mainez returned at 5:20p.m.)

Mr. Acosta distributed a photograph and explained the comparison with
the window replacement for the Board’s review and Chairwoman Beachtel
Bible indicated they (the Board) would like whatever window was in the
replacement Building to go back and that it is significant, but don’t know
what that window is. |

A comment was made by Member Starbuck if it is a matter of cost and
why the windows were sectioned off way back when and now it is more
aesthetic and will also let in plenty of light. Chairwoman Beachtel Bible
responded there would still have enough light if the windows were divided,
but we don’t know what was there before. Mr. Acosta responded he
would prefer three (3) sectional windows installed with wood framing.

Chairwoman Beachtel Bible asked if the Board preferred the three (3)
sectional windows with the wood framing and Members Polk and Sandford
responded affirmatively.

A comment was made by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible how the original
door is gone and then asked what is the Board's preference regarding the
door. Member Polk responded that the middle one stays with the
appearance of the windows and Community Development Director
Jaguess clarified that the middle door is shown on Page 22 of the Staff
Report and Chairwoman Beachtel Bible stated that design is a French
Door.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible if there were any
French Doors located on the other side of the street and Assistant Planner
Kelleher responded that door also appears located on the middle building
across the street. Chairwoman Beachtel Bible then asked if that door was
an original door and both Economic Development Specialist Stater and
Assistant Planner Kelleher responded that the door appeared to be
original. Chairwoman Beachtel Bible indicated that door across the street
is also is a French Door and indicated that as long as there was at least
another building that had French Doors, then that would be okay for the
Applicant to have one and she did not want the Applicant to be the only
one having a French Door.

Anniversary. The Bridge is located on the Greenspot Road Bridge at its
crossing of the Santa Ana River. (Continued from the October 6, 2011,
and December 1, 2011, Regular Meetings.)

Chairwoman Beachtel Bible introduced the item and called for Staff's
presentation.

(Note: Administrative Assistant Ill McKeough left the Chambers at 5:28pm}

Economic Development Specialist Stater gave the Staff presentation from
the Staff Report and explained the historical background of the proposed
Plague and the Trail Node that will be for the Santa Ana River Trail that
will be adjacent to the Iron Bridge. She explained how she met with Staff
and with regards to the Map shown on Page 6 of the Staff Report and how
they discussed inserting the Granite Plaque that would be a part of the




Interpretive  Signage Program onto a boulder on a large granite
outcropping. The Project will be going out to bid in the next few months
and is anticipated to complete construction before the end of the year.
She further explained there are two options: 1) wait for the construction of -
the entire Trail Node and dedicate it at that time which should be before
the end of this year, or; 2) do the granite outcropping prior to that and
dedicate the Plaque and there would be a future Program that would be
just for the Node itself and she indicated either option is acceptable.
Another option is to wait a little bit and see how things are going and
discuss it each month.

Member Sandford recommended the Board wait until everything is done
then that way, we don’t end up with two (2) ceremonies. '

A question was asked by Member Starbuck what does Staff want the
Board to approve now and does not want to impede with the construction.
Economic Development Specialist Stater responded Staff would like to
have the Board’s concurrence, if the Board desires, to wait until
construction of the Shelter and the other Interpretive portions and Staff
then can order the Plaque and have it made and then will be waiting for
the construction. She explained how the Board had already approved the
Plaque’s text and a budget of $1,500 - $1,650. She further explained the
$1,500 with a $150 installation fee and would still have to concur that price
is still effective, and as long as it is, Staff can move forward because that
was already a Motion the Board had made. '

A comment was made by Member Starbuck how the Board did not want
plaques, and that it wanted a boulder itself to be engraved and Economic
Development Specialist Stater responded how the Board had discussed it
and that it would be difficult to pull a boulder out of the Santa Ana River
Wash area because technically, we are not supposed to be removing
things from that area. The Plague will have to be made separately and
then when the boulders are brought to the Site, in whatever manner that
happens during construction, then the Plaque can be inserted right onto
the boulder.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible so the Plaque will
be installed on a “brought in” boulder from somewhere else in that it's not
supposed to be coming out of the Santa Ana River Wash area. Economic
Development Specialist Stater responded we don’t know exactly yet and
how we are unable to go out and collect the boulders and does not know if
this construction is going to be with the Bridge itself, or will be a separate
bid and City Planner Mainez responded that it will be a separate bid and
Economic Development Specialist Stater reiterated that Staff is unsure
where the boulders will come from. '

A comment was made by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible how the Board had
discussed about placing the Plague right onto the boulder, or having the
boulder etched, but we are not going to do that. Economic Development
Specialist Stater responded she did not think it would be timely, but as it
gets closer, the Board and Staff can still continue to discuss it and when it
goes out to bid, and figure out how the boulders will come to their final
location, Staff will know a little more by then. City Planner Mainez added
and suggested when Staff refines the concept into working drawings and
goes out to bid, Staff will specify the area and the size of the rock, and
then get the Board’s concurrence. He stated how the drawing shows a lot
of boulders and that the concept is right on.

A question was asked by Chairwoman Beachtel Bible what does Staff
want and Economic Development Specialist Stater responded that Staff
would like the Board's concurrence in that it is the Board's preference to
have a Dedication Ceremony with the Trail Node itself when the Trail
Node is constructed.

RECONMMENDATION: Staff recommends the Historic and Cultural Preservation Board

FISCAL REVIEW: The cost of the “1912 Iron Bridge” Rehabilitation Project is partially
funded from a Federal Bridge Fund Grant and City Funding.
Currently the Project is scheduled for early Fall 2012.

PROJECT REVIEW: The City’s Engineering Department is preparing Plans for the
construction of a new Replacement Bridge at the Santa Ana River crossing and associated
realignment of Greenspot Road Right-of-Way. The new Bridge will accommodate increased
vehicular traffic and the original “1912 Iron Bridge” wili be maintained in-place and utilized for
pedestrian and bike travel only. A Multi-use Trail Node / Staging Area will also be constructed
‘near the north entry portal of the “1912 Iron Bridge”.

To facilitate the reuse of the “1912 Iron Bridge” the City is moving forward on Rehabilitation
Plans which include making minor repairs to the damaged truss structure, painting the entire
Bridge, and replacing the existing wood railing with a recycled type rail material.

As the Board is aware, the “1912 Iron Bridge” is not a designated historic landmark. However,
there is the possibility the structure could qualify in the future. That said, Staff is approaching
this Rehab Project with caution to ensure the original character of the Bridge is retained and

preserved.
