x Recycling, land filling, reuse, incineration.
The first 2 paths are addressed half to
death elsewhere in this deck.

x Not very long ago, dump scavenging for
reusable objects was both sport and
business. Thanks largely to the cost of
liability insurance, dumps and landfills

are now closed to freelance scavengers,
SO objects’ paths to reuse, whether
public or privat e, are more formal:
programs to hook up disadvantaged kids
with computers; dealers in secondhand
appliances, furniture, and books;
organizations such as Goodwill and the
Salvation Army.

X Incineration used to be an end in itself:
stuff was burned to get rid  of it. Air
pollution was little considered. Now
most incineration takes place in “waste -
to -energy” facilities that, as their name
suggests, provide megawatts of civic
power. Despite sophisticated
mechanisms for cleaning their exhaust,
incinerators produ ce dioxin and other
horrible chemicals, as well as toxic fly
ash, most of which goes into landfills.
No good thing comes without a bad
thing, it seems.
